He/She will worship you as
his/her Living God, now and forever. Amen.

[Day 2] Luke 10:27 (NIV)
27 He answered, ““Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength
and with all your mind’; and, ‘Love your neighbour as yourself.””

Dear God, | pray for my child, to grow up loving you with his/her whole being and to love others as
himself/herself.
